II.           TRAFFIC PROBLEM ON CROSSCREEK AT PILLOW SCHOOL

                Principal DeLaTorre-Salazar  spoke about traffic congestion in the 
 
 
    afternoons when school is dismissed. Now that children are back in class, 
 
    in combination with the safety features recently put in on Crosscreek by 
 
    the City of Austin’s Safe Routes to School Program, there is less street 
 
    parking for parents who arrive to pick up children (from about 2:30-3:50 
 
    pm, with the worst between 2:55 and 3:15. Prinicpal DeLaTorre-Salazar 
 
    asks that, should someone block your drive-way while picking up their 
 
    child, please call Pillow’s Office at 512-414-2350 and let them know. Or, 
 
    email either Principal DeLa Torre-Salazar (dinorah.delatorre-               
 
    salazar@austinisd.org) or her assistant, Dolores Young@austinisd.org).

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VI.            COMMITTEE REPORTS

                DEVELOPMENT-in Kevin Wier’s absence Adam Powell spoke about the 
 
     open green space near KVUE. It is owned by five discrete individuals, all 
 
     of  whose cooperation is needed to move forward with NSCNA’s 
 
   
     proposed project of developing the space into a park-like area with dog 
 
     trail, and other amenities.) The land cannot be built on because it is in a 
 
     flood plain. The committee hopes to find agreement with all parties to 
 
     develop a private/public partnership. Committee members are reaching 
 
     out to the owners, Shoal Creek Conservancy, and Austin Parks and 
 
     Recreation and establishing contact information.

                TRAFFIC- Josh Conrad reported that the city is reaching out to 
 
    
     neighborhoods for input regarding changes in traffic and mobility safety 
 
     plans. They would like to meet with the board regarding these issues. 
 
    Tomas Rodriguez said that the committee wants to involve neighbors most 
    affected by the traffic calming efforts on ockwood. He has made 
 
 
    identification badges that are to be worn by NSCNA representatives who 
 
    talk to neighbors about this situation. 

                MEMBERSHIP- Iain Cox said that membership is at 92 households. The 
 
    committee wants to reach out to involve apartment dwellers in NSCNA 
 
    activities. 

                SAFETY-Josh Conrad reported that Safety is combining efforts with Traffic 
    regarding overlapping issues such as speed and effectiveness of traffic 
 
    calming on Rockwood, and speed and business parking encroachment 
 
    into public right of way on Ashdale.
