     Problems addressed are those on Ashdale: parking, speeding; in general: big  trucks 

               going through neighborhood 

               The city is in the middle of traffic speed studies in which they will calibrate a model 

                in order to form a priority list. They place rubber strips 

                on the roadways to measure vehicle speed to see if our neighborhood qualifies for

                intervention (an actual problem exists). Participation is based upon neighborhood 

                interest and commitment in solving perceived problems. The city has guidelines 
                for neighborhood participation. NSCNA is now on the city’s list to participate in a 

                speed study and will wait and see the results. 
                NSCNA and the city prefer to work through cohesive groups group rather than  
                individuals. 

                Regarding putting out NO PARKING signs: The city is responsible for installing 

                such signs or putting banners on light posts.
